Promote reading for all children 
The successful parent employs a variety of 

strategies to encourage a child to read, and 

to keep reading. 

 

Here are proven techniques you can use to 

teach your child that reading is valuable and 

enjoyable, and that promote reading for all 
children: 

Set a good example as a reader - let kids 

see you reading every day. 

Get a subscription in his or her name to an 

age-appropriate magazine for your child. 

When relatives and others ask for gift ideas, 

suggest magazine subscriptions, books, or a 

book store gift certificate. 

Make reading fun - a time that you and 

your children look forward to spending to-

gether. 

Check out The Read -Aloud Handbook  by 

Jim Trelease (New York: Penguin Books, 

1995). It's loaded with fun tips and reading 

recommendations. 

Keep lots of books, magazines, and news-

papers around the house. Visit the library of-

ten and shop for books at garage and yard 
sales, swap meets, and used bookstores.

Dear Parents, 
As you know, Capistrano School District and Sad-
dleback School District are getting hit hard with 
budget cuts.

*Coloring.  Provide coloring  books and crayons. 
*Play dough.  Strengthens little fingers and im-
proves fine motor skills. 
*Read a book every day.  Ask questions to your 
child about the book, the story, the characters, the 
pictures.

*all of the 3 year old skills plus.. 
*Practice writing letters  
*Begin reading basic sight words (dolch wordsï 
goggle on computer to get the list.  Make into 
flash cards.) 
*Get flash cards of the letters and practice once a 
day, the letters and sounds. 
* Counting objects..like pennies, coins, forks, 
crayoné 
* Tying shoes, Begin learning to tie shoes. 
* tTelling time. Begin learning to read a clock-
digital and analog.

Sensory Screening at MCS 
 

Southern California Sensory Screening will be at 

MCS on Thursday and Friday, March 25-26, to 

conduct our annual health screening program. 

Children will be tested in the areas of hearing, vi-

sion, color blindness and speech/language develop-

ment. The cost for all four tests is $30. If you feel 

your child does not need to be tested in all four 

areas, then you may pay $25 for any two tests. All 

tests are optional. See the office  for more details. 
 

This test is a very good idea to do if you feel your child is 

having difficulty with anything: such as... speaking, coloring, 

cutting,  writing, climbing, running, etc. Speak with Suzee or 

your teacher if you have  concerns.
